Parsha Chukat — the price of helping others

Parsha Chukat opens with the commandant of the red heifer. In simple words it about how
to get purified after you has been impure because of contamination from a dead body.

The procedure as it is described in the torah is quite simple; take a 2 year old red heifer,
slaughter it, sprinkle her blood in front of the temple, after that you should burn it
together with some cedar wood hyssop and crimson thread.

Then a pure man should gather the ash of the heifer and the other materials and keep it
till it will be used.

How does one use it? Again, very simple. One takes some of the ash, mixes it with water
and then sprinkles that water onto the person who wants to be purified on the third and
the seventh days of his purification.

This commandment is considered to be one of the strangest, most unreasonable and
weirdest commandants that we have.

One of the reasons that this is so strange is the law which states that a pure Cohen who's
involved in the process of making the ash will be considered impure for the day, but still
the ash itself can purify others, so the question is: If the ash is pure and it can make others
pure (regardless of why it works), why does it make the person producing it impure?

And while | was thinking about this question, a thought came to mind which | want to
share with you.

Helping others, educating others, giving from oneself is noble, it is one of the greatest
deeds one can do.

But it will always have a cost. And that is the lesson from this Parsha. Hashem tells us, yes
| want to you to take care of others, but | know it will affect you, mostly for good but it will
also affect you for the bad, especially if your dealings with people are about the difficult
aspects of life.

Creating the ability to be pure for others will make the Cohen impure, but the Cohen does
it, in same way that today’s people sacrifice their own conveniences for the good and
welfare of others.

May it be a lesson for us today to take responsibility within our community, to get out of
our comfort zones and to start doing for our fellow congregants. The price is worth it.
