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compared to Moshe Rabeinu and the Midrash even says that he was greater in some
aspects. Balaam needed to curse the children of Israel. In order to do that, he carries out
different kinds of actions. One of these actions, is to look at the camp. And it says:
“Balaam raised his eyes and saw Israel dwelling according to its tribes”

What happened next is described in the second part of the verse: “...and the spirit of G-d
was upon him” (24 2). The result of seeing the camp was a prophecy, the effect of seeing
the camp was so great on Balaam that he couldn’t curse but instead had to bless. And so
he said. “How goodly are your tents O Jacob, your dwelling place O Israel” (24 5)

Let us try to understand why seeing the camp had such a strong impact on the soul of this
evil man. He saw the tents of Israel - the Talmud teaches us that he saw that each tent
door was in different direction so the privacy and modesty of the people was kept.

He saw that there is a nation that understood the importance of the family and the
importance of modesty within the family. He also saw that they were dwelling according
to their tribes, which means they also understood the importance of the wider family,
your ancestors, your tribe.

The family in Israel is the core unit, but it never stands alone, the family has relationships,
the family is part of a tribe and the tribes are the parts which create a big nation.

Keeping this order, keeping the intimacy of the family in the wide context of tribe and
nation, is the secret of Israel; such a site can bring the spirit of Hashem even to an evil man
as Balaam.

By strengthening our family we strengthen our community which in turn strengthen our
big family - the family of Israel. This Shabbat (and every day) let us think how we can
make our family stronger, better.
