When we start thinking, "My strength and the might of my hand made me all this wealth," 
we are to remember that our strength was, after all, given to us by G-d.  
Yes, we may work hard, and for that we deserve recognition.  
 
But let us not forget that we received a head start.  We may have cut a great deal, but it 
was only because we received a "lead."
